Honey Garlic 
Roasted Carrots

Ingredients
2 pounds Carrots
1/4 cup Apricot Preserves
2 tablespoons EACH Honey, Olive Oil
1 tablespoon EACH melted Butter, Balsamic Vinegar
1 teaspoon EACH Garlic Powder, Thyme Leaves,
1/4 teaspoon EACH Ground Mustard, Ground Cumin, & 
Pepper
3/4 teaspoon Salt

Directions
1. Preheat oven to 400° F. Use a baking sheet 

with either foil lightly covered with nonstick 
cooking spray.

2. Wash carrots gently. Add them to the 
center of the baking sheet.  

3. Whisk the remaining ingredients in a 
medium bowl and pour them over the 
carrots. Toss the carrots until the coating 
covers them equally. Lay carrots in a single 
layer. Bake them for 30-45 minutes, 
stirring after 20 minutes.
